Indy CD & Vinyl originally opened in 1993 as Salt City CD’s in Salt Lake City, UT. In 
2001, we moved the store to Indianapolis, IN (my home state) for personal reasons and 
established it as Indy CD and Vinyl. Thankfully, my manager, Annie Skinner, came 
along for the ride. Indy CD and Vinyl carries product in all genres (classic rock, indie 
rock, jazz, blues, reggae, world, soul/r&b. hip-hop, “techno,” bluegrass/country, folk, 
avant-garde, and classical) rather than just “what’s cool”. We have over 2500 sq. ft. 
devoted to a large selection of new CDs, vinyl, DVDs, and turntables, as well as music 
related posters and literature. We also carry used CDs and vinyl in large quantities. Indy 
CD also has over 100 listening stations featuring hand-picked selections in all genres, an 
area where customers can listen to whatever CD or LP they choose, as well as a play area 
for the children of our customers (but most often occupied by crayon-crazy teens).   
 
Owner Bio: 
 
I have been into music since I was a tot, listening to my transistor radio in pre-Beatle 
days and catching glimpses of whatever musicians were available to be seen on our black 
& white TV. With the help of my older brother, I got into record buying shortly after the 
Beatles appeared on Ed Sullivan. Although I hung out in any record store I could find 
while growing up, I never worked in one until starting my own, and my path to 
ownership was anything but a straight line. After graduating from college, I played in a 
band (Action Faction) in NYC for seven years, and when that ended I returned to school 
to become a clinical psychologist. After graduation, my wife and I moved to Salt Lake 
City and, as usual, I went looking for the good record store in the area. Not being able to 
find one, and with my wife’s encouragement (and after six months of research), I decided 
to open my own. After 8 successful years as Salt City CDs, personal reasons forced me to 
pick up the store lock, stock and barrel (and manager) and move back to my home state 
of Indiana in 2001.  
 
Favorite Record: 
If I have to choose only one, the Beatles “Abbey Road” would have to be it (and it’s not 
even their best album).  
 
Favorite Artist: 
Rolling Stones, Beatles, Sigur Ros 
 
Best In-Store Performance: 
Lester Chambers (of the Chambers Brothers) singing “People Get Ready”. It sent chills 
down my spine.
